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What with the rescue of the Chilean miners and the strikes in France,  I don’t know if our weather has made the news in the various countries where you dear friends and families are from, but it has sure been a big deal here.  Last week we received the longest continuous rain that the country has seen in about fifteen years.  We awoke to an overcast sky and sprinkling rain.  After taking Melanie to school, it began to rain steadily.  David had to attend a Regional Church Committee meeting all day.  The rain graciously let up a bit for lunch.  However, at about two thirty, various pastors were leaving to attend to the requirements at home.  Finally the District Superintendant closed the meeting as his house was in desperate need.  David went with him to help salvage his belongings, but the water was already a foot and a half deep in the kitchen of his house.  We live not far from the pastor, but on slightly higher ground.  Water only lapped at the first of three steps of our house.  It could have been much worse, and we thank God for His mercy and your prayers.
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In September David turned 53, and is grateful for a fulfilling job that challenges him each day.  During that month he and the Regional Church Committee made their way to some of the churches in Ta Keo province.  They visited Sok Taim, the leader of the church in Tom Lop.  He was very happy to see us, but admitted that he is quite depressed with the situation in his church.  His numbers have dropped significantly and he is sad to see the local Karaoke house next door getting more business than him.  He has been faithful for many years, but very much needs a fresh boost.  Please pray for him that he will be encouraged.


We also visited some churches in Kompong Speu province.  The congregations are mostly female and we would ask you to pray about this problem.  We have been visiting one of the churches for years and have never seen any men. The leader of that church told David that there are no men in the village that believe in Jesus because they are all drunk.

Patti has had a profitable quarter in her work in the University Dorm.  Because of your prayers, the two leaders have grown and are encouraging the other residents in their studies both in school and in the dorm.  The Leadership lessons and Evangelism Explosion classes have been well attended and the ideas are being grasped.  We currently house five girls and eleven boys.  
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The province of Rattanakiri is also in the district that David is assigned to do ministry.  This month he and the Regional Church Committee (RCC) with some missionary colleagues and youth group representatives drove up to see them in the northeast corner of Cambodia.  It took us most of one day to drive up and then we held seminars for the second day.  There were seventy six participants from around twenty churches represented.  The third day was spent getting back to the capital city.  It took exceptionally long as our driver stopped to load the van with timber to bring to another city.  We never even got a chance to ask for prayer for the fourteen of us who were aboard the van.  Pray that God will water the seeds we planted in the tribal leaders.


We will be holding a seminar at Tum Nup Tuk church on the thirtieth of this month.  Please pray for open hearts to hear about how Christian families are to raise their children.  There will be many other subjects addressed by various church leaders and missionaries. 

Please pray for the Family Day which is scheduled for the ninth of November.  All three city churches are invited to come join in fellowship and games at the Mission office.   We also ask that you remember the David and the men of the RCC who will be traveling for two days in November to the churches in the southeast of the country. 


The financial situation of the “Global Advance Fund” is grave and we implore you to continue to send your donations as it covers our rent, travel and living allowances.
